Interviews and auditions 
 
All candidates are required to prepare the following for the University of the Witwatersrand, Division of 
Dramatic Art, Advanced Diploma, Honours and Masters interviews and auditions: 
 
1. A multi-lingual, original solo performance in English or French or Portuguese and one other language 
from your home country. You are required to perform this original work (3 minutes maximum). 
 
2. A dramatic art intervention that focuses on one specific aspect of in the area of HIV/Aids education, 
activism and therapy, Human Rights and Social Justice, Peace building, Transformation and Diversity 
Management, and Environmental Sustainability (the dramatic art intervention may be a game, a role 
play, a drama process, an interactive performance, etc). You will be required to facilitate this process 
with other candidates (5 minutes maximum). 
 
3. Write a formal, critical review of drama and theatre interventions in the area of HIV/Aids education, 
activism and therapy, Human Rights and Social Justice, Peace building, Transformation and Diversity 
Management, and Environmental Sustainability that exist in your home country (5 typed pages 
maximum). 
 
4. You are welcome to bring a portfolio of work to the interview (performance, directing, theatre-
making, teaching, writing, arts management, etc). 
 
The interview and audition will consist of a group practical process as well an individual discussion with 
the Division of Dramatic Art panel or Selected Drama for Life Practitioners.  You will be informed of 
auditions date, venue and time once your application has been processed. Please bring comfortable, 
practical clothing for the group processes.
